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"When you enter Mater Dei, your whole family can join with you!” This phrase sums up our

experience with the school since our daughter entered kindergarten when she was five. Through the
Volunteer Teacher-Parent Network, we were happily involved in many of the school’s activities. One ex-
perience that stands out was our participation as interviewers in the English-language University Entrance
Interview simulations that are held with students in their senior year. Our son often said that he wished
that his school had as much parent involvement as Mater Dei. While his sister was a student, he also
joined many school activities so many that he actually felt a part of the Mater Dei community! These
examples of inclusiveness at the school highlight its progressive vision a rare and excellent quality in a

Thai school.

Explanation of the Diagrams

Because of the reintroduction of wolves, the elk
population decreased. As the wolf population in-
creased, the wolves’ elk kills provided food for scav-
engers and grizzly bears. The decrease in the elk pop-
ulation was the reason for the increase of trees and
plants. Thanks to the increase of trees and plants, griz-
zly bears could eat more berries to prepare for their hi-

bernation. Because there were more trees and plants,

mice and rabbits had more places to hide from preda-
tors. An increase in the song bird population also re-
sulted from the increase of trees and plants in the park.
Also due to the increase of trees and plants, pollinators
like bees and hummingbirds had more flowers to feed
on.

Mater Dei Religious Camps

Last week, some of us enjoyed outings to either
Catholic or Buddhist camps, which were similar in
some aspects and different in others. On the one hand,
there were a few similarities between the two camps.
First, both focused on peacemaking and the similar ac-
tivities made us think about peace in our world, and
what we could do to achieve this. For example, at the
Catholic camp, we spent time thinking about the mis-
takes and the wrong decisions we had made that ended
up hurting others physically or mentally. Then we con-
sidered some other solutions we could have applied to
solve the problems without causing anyone any pain.

Not Just a Camp

Last week, Mathayom Five students were sepa-
rated into two groups based on their religions, Catholic
and Buddhist, and went to Hua Hin and several tem-
ples, respectively. On the one hand, there were recog-
nizable similarities in their experiences. First, all stu-
dents received a chance to spend spiritual time with
God and Buddha. Meditating on their living, they real-
ized that they may be too busy studying, and are ne-
glecting personal beliefs which are opportunities to

deepen their faith. Second, students analysed a sermon

given by the pastor and lessons from the monk, about
the truth of life and how to be a peacemaker. For ex-
ample, both religions encourage devotees to be selfless
and consider morality and pray not only for them-
selves. Also, these religions teach their followers about
altruism and helping others with sincerity. On the other
hand, there were some dissimilarities. The Buddhist
Chanting Book (or Tripitaka) is in Pali which requires
the quality of knowing the correct way to read, under-
stand and pray in Pali; however, Catholic prayer is al-
ready translated into Thai. Moreover, both Buddhist
and Catholic religious ceremonies are different. For in-
stance, in Buddhism some ceremonies are conducted in
a much stricter way. Buddhists have to pray and bow
three times at the end of the chanting. Also, they have
to perform the walking meditation back and forth sev-
eral times and pay attention in each step to concentrat-
ing more deeply. In contrast, Catholic camps had more
relaxed services and rituals. Due to the easier way of
understanding the chanted words, they are understood
and remembered better. In conclusion, these activities
were beneficial for all students whose insight was

deepened by their experiences at the camps.

Mathayom Six students learned how to express cause and effect language

in their writing. Initially students wrote short compositions in order to use this

specific language to help prepare them for the IELTS exam (Writing Task 2).

They were then given a selection of topics to choose from and produced some

excellent, well researched five-paragraph essays complete with in-text citations

and works cited pages, which were in addition to the short compositions they

began with.

Because our students had had only limited experience with in-text citations

and works cited pages, this part of the assignment proved very challenging for

almost all students. Accordingly, the teachers provided considerable assistance
to the students on both the content and the format of the citations. Indeed, the

papers presented here are effectively joint efforts, with the student locating the

references and a teacher helping set the format for reporting them.

What Are the Causes and
Effects of Illegal Immigration?

In the United States in 2015 about 820,000 of an
estimated 11 million illegal immigrants were consid-
ered to be ‘removable criminal aliens’ by the Depart-
ment of Homeland Security.

gration. These days

wars are becoming
more severe and ex-
panding to many other countries. Escaping from war is
the best choice. For instance, more than 5.6 million
Syrians escaped from their civil war to other countries
for the safety of themselves and their families (United
Nations High Commissioner for Refugees, n.d.). How-
ever, escaping a war illegally usually causes the coun-
tries you immigrated to have labour and financial prob-
lems. Moreover, people who have immigrated need to
start their new life: find a new place to live, find a new
job to do and even find ways to avoid the police. War
is not the only the reason people immigrate illegally;
another reason is political problems.

Political problems lead to illegal immigration. In

some countries, people are not given the right they

should receive because of their countries’ politics. For
example, North Korea is a communist country where
the government takes care of everything, including pol-
itics, economics, freedom, assembly, association and
culture. In addition, people in this country are not truly
happy with their life and some have decided to escape
which leads to illegal immigration. According to South
Korea’s Ministry of Unification, 1,000 North Koreans
immigrate illegally to the South every year (Tanaka,
2008). But escaping North Korea is not a good idea,
because some get killed and those who escape cannot
find their families in South Korea. Also, they never
know what will happen when the police catch them im-
migrating illegally; they may be sent back to North Ko-
rea or worse. Also, there are other factors that can lead
to illegal immigration.

Illegal immigration is caused by the failure of a
country’s economy. The most recent situation in Ven-
ezuela is the best example of this case. Venezuela had
been one of the wealthiest countries, but something
went wrong with their economy that led to an economic
disaster. This is the reason Venezuelans immigrated il-
legally to other countries. Unfortunately, people who
stayed in the country are affected by this action. Most
of the stores have been left empty and hospitals could
not treat even basic problems. ‘Any Venezuelan who
gets sick here in the country today runs the risk of en-
tering a clinic only to have the relatives leave crying.
There’s nothing in many hospitals.” Leon Natera told
el Nuevo Herald (Delgado, 2017). For people who im-
migrated, it is a better life, but it is a tragedy for the
rest.

There are many causes and effects of illegal im-
migration. War, politics and economic failure are only
a few reasons why people immigrate illegally. There
are many more reasons that people decide to immigrate
to another country without permission. When people
immigrate illegally, there is an effect on the person, the
country they left and the country they choose to reside
in. Everything has their own effect. We could not tell

someone to stop immigrating and go back to their
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place: they have no choice. We could only prevent the
causes to reduce the effects of it. Illegal immigration is

so much more than what we knew.

Deadliness of Pancreatic Cancer

The killer who caused the loss of one of the most
important world changers, Steve Jobs, is pancreatic
cancer. According to the American Cancer Society,
only twenty percent of Americans who were diagnosed
with pancreatic cancer live more than one year. Pan-
creatic cancer starts with stage 0, the earliest stage,
when the cancer is in the top layer of pancreatic duct
cells and has not spread to deeper tissues. Stage I fol-
lows in which the cancer is still in the pancreas and its
size is about 2-4 centimetres; some may begin to spread

to nearby lymph nodes. In stage III, the cancer has

pancreatic surgery.

First, it is hard to diagnose pancreatic cancer be-
fore the late stage. This cancer does not show any signs
until it is too late to be cured. Only 10 to 15 percent of
patients with pancreatic cancer are diagnosed when
they are in the stage which can have surgery (Moyer,
2018). The symptoms mostly come in the late stage:
for example, liver enlargement which is the result of
the blocking of bile ducts or back pain which is because
of the spread of cancer to nerves nearby (American
Cancer Society. (n.d.). When the symptoms come, the
cancer is already too big or has spread to too many or-
gans. Most of time, when the patients learn that they
have pancreatic cancer, the doctor cannot do anything
for them. The main reason that makes it difficult for the
doctor to do surgery is due to the spacious spread of
cancer when it is diagnosed.

Second, pancreatic cancer can quickly spread to
other organs. While the patients do not know that they
have pancreatic cancer, the cancer is spreading to other
organs around them. According to the American Can-
cer Society, when the cancer is in stage II, it begins to
spread in its local place. Then it will be totally spread
to distant sites in stage IV (American Cancer Society.
(n.d.). In stage II, the cancer might spread to nearby
organs like lymph nodes and blood vessels. Then after

they can get there, the cancer will quickly spread due
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to the connecting of lymph ducts and blood vessels in
the human body. Hence the cancer can quickly spread
to many organs in the body by the lymph ducts and
blood vessels. Owing to the rapid spread, it is hard for
surgery to be performed.

Last, having pancreatic cancer surgery will affect
other body functions. The surgery will cut away about
95 percent of the pancreas, and it will cause abnormal-
ities of the other body functions (Moyer, 2018). For ex-
ample, the main responsibility of the pancreas is to pro-
duce the insulin which leads to the decreasing of sugar
in blood by inciting the body to use sugar as an energy
source instead of fat. If patients have surgery to remove
the cancer in the pancreas, they will have only five per-
cent of the pancreas left to produce insulin. As a result,
their health might be affected and they may develop a
new problem such as diabetes (Szalay, 2018). For this
reason, patients with pancreatic cancer have to accept
the impacts on their body functions after they undergo
the surgery.

To conclude, cancer in a small organ like the pan-
creas can be very dangerous. It is hard to be diagnosed
because of fewer symptoms. When it is diagnosed, the
cancer might already have spread from where it ini-
tially began because it moves so quickly and may affect
other body functions. This will cause it to be difficult
to do the surgery.

From Steve Jobs’ case, in 2003, he was diag-
nosed with a cancerous tumour in his pancreas. About
nine months after the diagnosis, he underwent surgery
to remove the tumour before it became cancerous.
Steve Jobs died on 5 October 2011. It was likely a re-
currence of the cancer which he had already had surgi-
cally removed, the doctors said (Childs & Dolak,
2011). During the time when Steve Jobs was ill, he was
in pain and felt regret. Hence, before he died, he had
said “You can employ someone to drive the car for you,
make money for you but you cannot have someone to
bear the sickness for you.” (Sharma, 2017). Steve Jobs
highlights the deadliness of pancreatic cancer: every-

one must take care of their health before it is too late,

and not every person is as lucky as him to have the op-
portunity to get the surgery. Though Steve Jobs had an
opportunity to try many options to cure himself, he still
died from his cancer. Thus the best way to prevent all

of this is to take care of your health from now on.

Allergies
The rate of severe allergic reactions to food has
increased by nearly 500% in the past ten years (Reddy,
2017). This means that the number of people who have
allergies continues to rise. Allergies are a damaging re-
sponse by the body to a substance. Everyone can suffer
from allergies, especially people who live in big cities.

Since there are many new inventions in the world
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nowadays, there are more causes for allergies. We can
say that the reason that allergies are increasing is be-
cause of many factors but especially from genetic risk,
the environment and antibiotic misuse.

Genetics is one of
the causes in the devel-
opment of allergies.
People who have aller-
gies are likely to pass
them down to their chil-
dren. Evidence shows
that our parents have a
high chance to have
asthma if our grandpar-

ents have it. The chance

eration, which means
that the chance that you will have asthma increases four
to five times from your grandparents (Hamel & Kridler
(n.d.)). Even if the parents don’t have allergies, their
child still has a chance to get them. On the other hand,
if the parents have an allergy, it does not mean that their
child will definitely suffer too. In fact, genetics is not
the only factor that cause allergies because the genetic
pool cannot be changed in a very short time. The cause
of allergies also depends on many factors other than
genetics.

One of the factors that causes allergies to develop
is the environment. People who live in a poor environ-
ment or live in a dirty area have more factors to cause
allergies than people who live in nice clean areas. For
example, people who live in a big city have a higher
percentage of allergies occurring than people who live
in the countryside. Big cities have more factories which
emit smoke that makes the air polluted. The statistics
also show that children who are raised near highways
and are exposed to diesel fumes from trucks are likely
to be more sensitive to having allergies (webMD,
2017). We can’t change the environment around us;

what we can do is to keep our environment clean.
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Antibiotics are another factor that cause allergies.
There are bacteria, — ‘good bacteria’ — in our intestines
that are associated with a lower risk of allergies be-
cause they help improve our immune system. The over-
use of antibiotics stops these bacteria from working
properly which makes it harder for this group of bacte-
ria to fight disease. Normally, bacteria and our immune
cells communicate all the time. When the interaction
between bacteria and immune cells does not happen,
the immune system improperly reacts to other sub-
stances that can cause allergies. Research in Europe
found that children who grow up on farms have a wider
diversity of bacteria in their intestine. These children
have 70 % reduced prevalence of allergies than chil-
dren who did not grow up on a farm (August, 2015).
To keep allergies from developing, people should be
more aware of the use of antibiotics. It can be seen that
the widespread use of antibiotics does not always give
the best outcome for people.

To conclude, the percentage of people who have
allergies is increasing due to many causes. Allergies
can be passed down through genetics. Other factors
such as a bad environment and the overuse of antibiot-
ics can also cause allergies. As allergies are developing
and getting stronger, we should pay more attention to

health care.

Why Do People Believe
in Conspiracy Theories?

Did the historical US moon landing not take
place on the moon, but was filmed in Hollywood in-
stead? It perhaps seems irrational since there are lots of
data and video recordings of the moment the astronaut
set foot on the moon. However, there is a widely ac-
cepted idea among those who have doubts called a
‘Conspiracy Theory.” ‘Conspiracy Theory is an expla-
nation of an event or situation that invokes suspicion or
conspiracy’ (Ayto,1999). It is obvious that there are
people who strongly believe in some theories even
though they are too unrealistic. For instance, some
Americans still believe ex-president Barack Obama is
not even American; others believe that President
George W. Bush was the perpetrator behind the 9/11
sabotage (Uscinski & Parent, 2014). There are definite
causes why people believe in these unlikely-to-be-true
theories. These causes are the need to feel special, tel-
eological thinking, and science denial.

It is the nature of humans to feel desire, whether
it is for lust, power, or goals. A desire to feel special is
one of the factors that drives most people to believe in
conspiracy theories. Based on research done by An-
thony Lantian of France's University Paris Nanterre
and his co-authors, a need to be unique and different
from others is what draws people to believe in unusual
theories (Vitelli, 2017). It works just the same with
people who think they are special by listening to inde-
pendent or underground music, getting to know other’s
secrets, or sneaking out of school. Conspiracy believ-
ers tend to feel more special or above average since or-
dinary people do not know the truth behind suspicious

events whether it is an assassination, a crime, or a

secret discovery in religion or science, even though
they may be false beliefs. Apart from human desire, the
logic of human thinking also plays a major role in be-
lieving in conspiracy theories.

Human beings tend to think of evolution as tele-
ological — the idea that everything happens for a rea-
son. Since childhood, most kids were taught to make
reasons for everything that is embedded in our brain so
that nothing can just exist without a purpose, leading to
a false understanding of nature itself. For example, in
Thailand, there is a well-known children’s song that
goes ‘Why is it raining? Because the frog goes croak-
croak.” Children may think it is raining because of the
frog but, in fact, it is a process of the water cycle. The
way people have been taught that there is a reason for
everything, the way parents are used to explaining nat-
ural phenomenon, and the way children’s books are
written are the reasons humans think teleologically,
and that leads to the belief that some unexplainable
events are carried out by
powerful organizations or
governments which there-
fore are conspiracies. The
psychologists Jan-Willem
van Prooijen and Michele
Acker (2015) have stated

that it is easier for people

to use feelings instead of ;
facts in order to solve
problems. Not only is tel-

eological thinking one of
the factors that determine
people’s point of view of
each situation, but a denial of science also leads people
to be convinced of unreasonable theories.

Conspiracy believers are more likely to be sci-
ence deniers. According to the research of psychologist
Stephan Lewandowsky (Maessen, 2015), people who
reject scientific evidence are often involved with con-
spiratorial thoughts, which are used to avoid unbeara-

ble truth. People who feel threatened or uncomfortable
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with scientific facts are more impelled by conspiracy
theories. As a case in point, US President Trump has
frequently and publicly denied climate change and
claims that global warming is ‘fake news’ from the
Chinese to compete with US manufacturing. Besides
President Trump, there are also people who do not be-
lieve in climate change and claim that global warming
is just business propaganda to brainwash people, even
though there is lots of reliable research and reports of
climate change for the past 150 years. These people
avoid accepting the truth they are fearing. Therefore,
they choose to believe in such theories and refuse any
evidence that might shake their beliefs.

Lack of trustable facts literally has no impact on
conspiracy believers. Human desire, teleological think-
ing, and science denial are what mainly cause people
to believe in conspiracy theories. Though a conspiracy
theory may seem like something that comes straight
out of dystopian and utopian fiction. no one can always
be certain whether any given conspiracy theory is true
or not. However, as long as there are still sceptical peo-
ple out there, there will surely be lots of conspiracy the-
ories; they will be published like a series of Harry Pot-

ily. Whenever I felt nervous and worried, I put on ear-
phones and listen to the nature sounds that I recorded
myself. Listening to these relaxing sounds really helps
me feel more comfortable and helps chase that stress
away.

Another benefit that we can gain from living in
the countryside is to have better health. People who
live outside of cities and towns tend to be healthier than

people living in an urban area (Bridge, 2013). In the
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city, in order to build buildings, trees which absorb car-
bon dioxide and other gases from vehicles and turn
them into oxygen, are cut down. Since not many trees
are left to do their work, people have a higher chance
to be exposed to air pollutants. As a result, people in
the city have to encounter several significant health
problems including stroke, lung cancer, and asthma. In
2016, over 4.2 million people who reside in big cities
all over the world, including Bangkok, died because of
serious health problems caused by particulate pollution
(World Health Organization, 2018). On the other hand,
not many buildings are built in rural areas. Numbers of
the trees can be seen, which means that a large amount
of fresh air can be produced. Consequently, people are
fit and firm.

Aside from helping us get healthier, another pos-
itive side of living in the countryside is safety. The
crime rate in the big city is quite high compared to the
crime rate in rural areas. In 2016, police in England
recorded crime rates per 1000 people by offense type.
Average crime rates were lower in rural areas than in
urban areas. The rate of violence against persons was
lowest in rural areas, where there were 11.9 recorded
acts of violent crime per 1,000 people, Highest were
cities and towns, with 22.8 recorded acts of violent
crime per 1,000 people (Office for National Statistics
(GB), 2017). In the countryside, not only is the rate of
violence lower, but also home invasion and the possi-
bility of burglary are also lower. Residents usually
keep their eyes on neighbours’ houses and always react
when something strange happens because the commu-
nity in the country is not as big as in the city. They live
together and take good care of each other.

Hanging out with the international stu-
dents all day will make you learn their lifestyle and
their culture. My mom’s best friend, who is American,
has a daughter and we meet each other every summer.
She is a very talkative person who I admire and by stay-
ing with her I realized that her country’s culture is dif-
ferent from mine. The U.S. culture allows her to ex-

press her feelings while in Thailand, we need to listen
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to what adults say. If we are used to a different culture,
we will be able to develop skills of adjusting ourselves
to a new school or new city. Moreover, when learning
another country’s culture, you will be able to handle
the culture shock if you need to go study abroad or go
on vacation. Knowing other countries’ culture will also
develop your skills of understanding others. Each
country has different cultures and different ways of
thinking, so if you understand them it means you have
become an empathetic and caring person. Some parents
who want to preserve their Thainess might feel un-
happy for their children to have foreign friends because
they are afraid that their child will forget Thai culture
and start giving attention to other cultures. However, if
parents teach them to be able to distinguish what is ap-
propriate or not, children will become conscientious
persons who can preserve their Thainess and also be
able to maintain relationships with other people. When
we can handle all lifestyles or cultures we will be able
to live in any country and any environment which will
make our life become easier when growing up.

It will be easier for Thai students to make friends
when going to a new society. Nowadays, there are
more tourists and immigrants coming to Thailand due
to the development of technology. Some Thai people
do not treat them well because they cannot accept the
difference between the races. By having more interna-
tional students in Thai schools, students will become
friends with them and think that they are just the same.
According to the Boston Globe website, there were
1.21 million International students in the U.S. in 2018
(Krantz, 2018). When going into the university we will
meet new kinds of friends especially when studying
abroad. We can see that the number of foreign students
in the US is very high, so if Thai students are not used
to hanging out with different kinds of friends they
might have some struggle finding friends in the future.
My brother used to be an exchange student in Den-
mark. There were many students from all around the
world. He told me that his friend was from Japan and

that boy was so nice and reminded him of his friends
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in Thailand. Whenever my brother missed his friends,
this Japanese boy always cheered him up. Last year he
went to study at a university in the United States. He
told me he found it easy to find new friends because he
used to hang out with foreigners in the past.

More international students in classes gives Thai
students many benefits to be ready to be in the univer-
sity and to be in the new society. Not only would it give
Thai students knowledge about new cultures and lan-
guages, but it also teaches us to be ready to face diffi-
culties in the outside world. Every Thai school should
consider having foreign students in classes, so that the
students will become high-quality persons when they

grow up.

Meet Dr Gillian Rodger ...

Dr Gillian Rodger is currently in her fourth year
of teaching at Mater Dei School. She initially started
teaching Prathom Six and Mathayom Six but in subse-
quent years has focused solely on Mathayom Six.

Dr Gillian has a strong scientific background,
having graduated in the United Kingdom with a first-

class Bachelor of Science Honours degree in Medical

Biotechnology. She then completed a multidisciplinary

PhD in Microbiology and Biomaterials between two
collaborative universities in Manchester and London.
She has been the lead author on no fewer than
five peer-reviewed scientific journal articles from her
doctoral work. With an interest to continue to conduct
and publish research, Dr Gillian completed two Post-
doctoral assignments in the field of translational re-
search which aimed at using molecular diagnostics to
improve the management of microbial infections. In
addition, at University College London and the London
School of Hygiene and Tropical Medicine, she investi-
gated host immune responses associated with persis-
tent infection. Throughout her Postdoctoral work, she
continued to publish her results and had the oppor-
tunity to supervise and mentor Master’s degree and
PhD students. She also taught tutorial and practical
classes to undergraduate students covering IGCSE and
A level biology, chemistry, physics and mathematics.
Dr Gillian first came to Bangkok to help a friend
set up his own private molecular laboratory. After start-

ing a family, she decided not to return to the UK
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Postdoctoral route, which, at times has unsociable
working hours, in favour of a career which allowed her
to spend more time with her two young children. She
was introduced to Mater Dei by her good friend Khun
Khru Bryan Jacques who has taught in Prathom for a
number of years (and is a regular contributor to these
pages).

In the current academic year, Dr Gillian was ap-
pointed one of our Mater Dei Mathayom coordinators
and was put in charge of the organization of this year’s
highly-successful annual Exhibition Day held at the
end of November. She regularly teaches in the Matha-
yom summer school and is the first Mater Dei teacher
the new intake of Mathayom Four students will meet.
Whenever asked, she is always cheerfully willing to
help out with extra duties around the school. She en-
joys teaching Mathayom Six students and often incor-
porates scientific topics into her classes as she helps
our students prepare for university. In developing the
writing skills of our seniors, she mainly focuses on the
writing section of the IELTS exam.

Saint Angela Merici: The Pilgrimages
Strengthening of an Already Steadfast Faith
Part Three of Four

‘Do not lose heart, even if you should dis-
cover that you lack qualities necessary for
the work to which you are called. He who
called you will not desert you, but the mo-
ment you are in need he will stretch out his
saving hand’

If asked to work in Rome or Venice, many of us
would be more than happy to take up the offer. This

request came to Angela Merici a few times in the

.....

1520s. What an honour! She politely refused these of-
fers because she was aware that the Lord’s calling was
for her to continue her work with girls and women in

Brescia. Her pilgrimages helped her to set her life even

more securely on God’s pathway.

In her early life her faith had been strengthened
through visions. Then came the time of her pilgrim-
ages. People of faith make pilgrimages, visiting holy
places that are meaningful to their personal spiritual
growth. These people are pilgrims, away from home,
experiencing wonderful feelings in their hearts and
minds. Quite an adventure! Their lives and beliefs are
enriched through deeper immersion into their faith. In
1528 and 1532 Angela Merici made pilgrimages to
Varallo in Italy to pray at holy shrines and see replicas
of the Holy Land. Before this, on her first pilgrimage
in the early 1520s, she had visited the Tomb of Osanna
Andreasi in Mantua, who was a mystic and visionary
who had died in 1505. She was one of those special
people who at some stage of their life bore the wounds
of Christ, stigmata. This was very meaningful to An-
gela Merici, as it was and still is to many Christians.
Angela Merici was very keen to make a pilgrim-
age to the Holy Land in 1524. She headed off with

friends wanting to enrich her own Christian
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experiences. Whilst on
route Angela lost a
great deal of her sight
due to an eye infection.
This was, according to a
story I love, when she
was praying at a shrine
in the town of Chania, a

meaningful place for

Franciscans in Crete.
Did this stop her? Not at all! Angela’s enthusiasm was
intense and she still wanted to experience the Holy
Land through feelings and emotions. This was in the
Lord’s plan for Angela. Quite amazingly, the infection
cleared when she was praying at the same shrine on her
return home, her sight being thoroughly restored. The
Lord showed Angela through this experience that she
must keep not just her eyes, but very importantly her
heart and mind open to the needs of the world and to
God’s calling. Although this was not Angela’s first pil-
grimage, it was probably the most inspiring to her faith.

In the Christian Jubilee Year of 1525, a year for
special celebration and dedication of faith, Angela
made her third pilgrimage. This was to be a pilgrimage
significant to her future work for the Lord. She

travelled to Rome and met with Pope Clement VII,
who sincerely tried to encourage her to stay in Rome.
He had, of course, heard of her dedicated work as a re-
ligious teacher. Her good name was known widely and
she had previously been asked to do important Chris-
tian work in places such as Venice. However, the Lord
had made Angela quite aware of his need for her to
continue her work with the girls and women of Brescia.
She was thankful and humble, but graciously explained
to the Pope that she would return to Brescia in the
north. Later her decision to return from this pilgrimage
did receive worthy recognition from the Pope.
Angela Merici’s pilgrimages inspired her to

continue her Christian work with women.
