Despite being one of the newer innovations, the intemet has found its way into all aspects of our lives,
including work, commmunication, education, and, most importantly, how we form and maintain human
connections. Social media, being a platform that allows people to both send messages and show the world
what they are up to in life, plays a big part in this. But how does this unprecedented move in technology
affect us as individuals? This essay dives into details about how social media can influence us on the topic
of interpersonal communication and mental well-being.

The rise of ADHD and depression in teenagers during and after the year 2019 shows significant data about
its connection to the lockdown and the rising popularity of the Chinese social media application, TikTok - an
app that allows the user to create 15 to 30-second videos, post them, and connect to other users or scroll
through a sea of short-form media catered to your preference by an unbeatable algorithm. One factor of
TikTok’s success is possibly due to the fact that humans can get addicted to dopamine, the happiness
hormone that can be triggered when one completes a task. Data shows that every time you finish a video,
the brain releases this chemical. As a result, many fall into the “doom scroll” cycle, in which a person can
spend more than an hour watching these short-form videos, resulting in a shorter attention span, because
watching a 15-second video and a two-hour-long movie releases the same dopamine. Why would the brain
choose the option that requires extended effort? This also leads to the problem of lack of confidence, and
fear of missing out, found in patients with mental illnesses such as depression. Social media may open us to
fragments of other people’s lives, but it is merely one-sided; we are flooded with content of strangers living
their best lives and looking their best, flourishing in life. We experience a sense of inferiority and envy. It
fuels the primitive human desire to have more, and, in the end, we drift as a society further and further
apart from each other. | see this as a form of the digital panopticon, a system where individuals behave as
perfectly as they can, in fear of authority. But the authority in this case is, of course, the peering eyes of the
public.

Social media also connects people together, allowing new ways of being in each other’s lives. Take an
Instagram story, for example. In the past, friends might have had to arrange a meeting in order to catch up
and talk, but the “story” feature of this app gives us a peek into what a friend is up to without even having
to talk. Communication has never been easier; you can connect with the person on the other side of the
world with just one click of your finger. In my opinion, when used efficiently, these benefits can help nurture
friendships and make them last longer than they might without online access. However, cases when a
person who does not fit in turns to social media and has that as their only or main source of human
connection can result in the loss of social skills, self-confidence, and the ability to form interpersonal
relationships. Taking this into consideration, social media is a powerful tool that can be an angel or devil
depending on how it is used. The most important thing is to balance its use with your personal interaction
in real life.

This is because it is Mater Dei’s theme for the 2023-2024
academic year, and it means that the school aims to accomplish something following the theme in that
specific year. Despite Mater Dei only accepting girls to enroll in the school, it remains a location of plentiful
diversity, just like anywhere else. And with the recent increase of youth liberation in Thailand and more vocal
calls than ever for acceptance in diversity, it is only natural that Mater Dei should consider taking part in this
themselves. After all, schools are where the leaders of the future leamn the things they will need to change
the world.

Now, you may be asking, “Why go through all this effort to make so much change just so a small number of
people can live comfortably?” In truth, it is quite simple. Everyone craves to be accepted. Deep down, we all
feel a strong desire to be loved, to be respected, just the way we are. So why do we need to keep up this
charade of forcing others to conform to society’s ideas, when it does not help anyone in the end? To give a
relevant example, as adolescents develop, they naturally feel the need to be accepted by their peers. They
may give in to pressure or change themselves to be more well-liked. This is not exclusive to teenagers, of
course. Working adults seek this exact same acceptance, and that includes teachers. Just like students, there
are so many kinds of teachers in Mater Dei School, ranging from age, gender identity, and personality.

Due to my knowledge of autism being very limited at
that time, | was a bit shocked and confused by her statement. After all, her actions and way of speech were
greatly different from what | thought autistic people would be like. For most people, especially in Thailand,
individuals with autism are stereotypically viewed as having "odd" manners when speaking and a lack of self-
control. Undeniably, | also viewed them as such. After researching more about autism, | learnt that autism is
not just a simple condition with fixed symptoms, but rather a spectrum of symptoms that may or may not
affect one’s life in different ways.

The original “Three R’s” - reading, (w)riting, and (a)rithmetic - may be considered outdated relics nowadays, but
they are the comerstones for leaming - indeed, for living - even in the 21st century. At Mater Dei School, we
continue to hold these core skills at the forefront. What has changed is how we teach, not what we teach. Our
focus is no longer the skill alone, but also on how students leam the skill - which in tum brings more effective
learning of the skill itself. For the past three years, our English Department has focused on developing Writing
programs from the perspective of the leamer. We would like to share some strategies, experiences, and possibly,
hope, with you here.

Writing transcends language. The writing process requires discipline, technical skills, and language proficiency,
certainly; but equally, it demands critical thinking, creativity within a structure, and even a sense of flair. Writing is
essential for daily communication across the board - informally, academically, and professionally. Most students
will write reports and commmuniques in their future careers; all will certainly write academic papers in university.
Readers will judge their competence, qualification, and credibility based on how well or poorly they write.
Arguably, Al, which certainly has its place, could perform this requirement to some degree. However, leaming to
write serves a greater purpose. The skills required to write well foster citizens capable of discernment and clear
thought - for which there is vital demand in the 21st century.

Mater Dei School approaches writing from multiple directions. A variety of English courses are dedicated to
providing practice, tools, and fundamentals to write well - Reading and Writing; Critical Thinking and Writing; and
Grammar. By the time they reach Mathayom, students are spending 5 lessons per week developing English
writing skills in these courses. In addition, we offer two writing electives currently in Mathayom - Creative Writing
(M.4) and Academic Whiting (M.5).

To guide the acquisition and mastery of writing skills, Mater Dei School implemented English Academic Writing
standards, which we call our Writing Roadmap, three years ago. This progressive program for structured
academic wiiting (Prathom 5 — Mathayom 6) was developed by a team of Prathom and Mathayom English
teachers. It forms the core of the Academic Writing piece of our English courses, and is closely aligned with Mater
Dei School’s chosen English textbook series - Super Minds (Prathom) and PRISM (Mathayom). The Writing
Roadmap identifies primary writing objectives at each year level. Al the writing-related English courses jointly

share responsibility for achieving these standards. As always, teachers are free to design their courses however

| |

they believe will best achieve these objectives.
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Phase One of the English Academic Writing standards was the beginning of the road. It was also launched during
the height of Covid-19 and online leaming, which made full implementation challenging. However, since we
retumed onsite full-time, we have concentrated on the most immediate need - the basics - and are now
building on that foundation. Each year that students progress through this program, their skills become stronger
and more stable. We recognized that it would take a few years, and it would be hard at first, especially for the
higher levels. But we needed to start somewhere: progress is evolutionary.

Designed as a progression of skills, each year level builds on the last, and prepares for the next. In other words,
each year level critically depends on proficiency in prior years’ skills. Deliberate, proactive intervention is
essential during the year and prior to entering the next year, to ensure that “no child is left behind”. The
objective of these standards is to ensure that each year, students are proficient for their grade level.

In order to support this goal, and with the advent of Al, last year we flipped the conventional reading-writing
paradigm. We now write in class and read for homework. The greatest benefit is timely reinforcement and
intervention - students practice writing skills immediately after leaming them, and teachers are better able to
support students’ individual needs. Additionally, teachers can adjust student practices before they become
habits - which are much harder (and time consuming) to change.

This is merely the first phase of the Academic Writing piece of English Writing standards. We began with Prathom
5 — Mathayom 6, and are happy to report that we will be bringing Prathom 3 and 4 into the fold in the coming
year. Eventually, as students gain proficiency in the next 3-5 years, we look forward to expanding the scope of
the Writing Roadmap, as well as incorporating all year levels (K-12) at Mater Dei School.

Equally important to learming (and motivation to leam) is the opportunity to demonstrate proficiency. To this
end, we integrated the Writing Roadmap with Writing Showcase: Writing Showcase is now a direct assessment of
the Writing Roadmap objectives.

The Dr. Nyle Spoelstra Memorial Writing Showcase is our annual writing competition for students (grades 5-12).
Our students write between 1 paragraph and a 5-paragraph essay on a choice of three prompts (varied by year
level) from a broad range of topics, in 30-60 minutes, under exam conditions. Each judging panel comprises a
mix of teachers from Early Years, Prathom, and Mathayom. We are seeing great improvement in student writing,
with students producing some superb work across the year levels. We hope you have been enjoying our
Finalists” fine work published in MD News.

The ability to write well is critical to everyday life, education, and career. In the grander scheme of things, ideas
must be communicated effectively in order to effect change. In this era of social media, writing is more
important than ever. We at Mater Dei School are dedicated to fostering well-rounded, thinking young women
who are skilled communicators, not only in the material world, but also as Serviam practitioners who go on to

positively impact our world.
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M5- Japanese Skills
With Khru Aki Sirikulchayanont

In Khru Aki’s Japanese writing class, students apply the grammar they have learned to compose pieces on
the theme 'My Life." After mastering the 'must/have to' construction, they reflect on their own 'had to'
experiences. Technology is not permitted in this class; instead, students rely on their language skills. While
writing, they engage in discussions and exchange ideas with classmates and teachers, creating a lively
classroom environment. They begin by reviewing sentences with new grammar, then use mind maps to
explore the theme in more depth. Finally, students craft essays that incorporate personal anecdotes and
insights gained from their 'must’ moments.”
